Our speaker this month is falconer and bird training expert Rebecca O'Connor.

She spoke to us about a year ago and it was a very lively and interesting experience, and | expect the same this year, so |
hope to see you all there. Please note that Susan will be here for a few days after the meeting on business, and she is free
on Sunday the 10th. So she will be available for private behavior consultations on that day, and says:

"Let them know if they are having a particular issue with a bird they want to problem solve, wish to work on training a
particular behavior or would like to create a training plan with their birds, then I'll request a consultation questionnaire
(attached) so that | have all the basic information about their situation and then spend an hour with them in their home
working one on one with them. An in home consultation is especially helpful if everyone in the family can be there to discuss
the plan to address and manage a behavior issue. If the bird is motivated, I'll likely work on training a simple behavior so
that they can see and so they can find out about treat size, timing, approximations and body language as well."

Her normal consultation fees are $100 per session, but as a favor to WAES members on Sunday she will only charge $60.
